Census.Basically, the Census is where the
government of the United States attempts to cour
the number of people living in the Country. The
information collected by Census officials is critical
in planning and allocatingesources in the coming
decade. Accurate information concerning our
residents here in Bladensburg is very important.
Accurate information will ensure that the Town of
Bladensburg will receive its fair share of resource:
from both Federal and State agencies

The Town of Bladensburg encourages residents t
be cooperative but cautious when giving personal
information. This is to prevent you from becoming
victim of fraud or identity theft. When a Csuns
Worker knocks on your door, here are some thing
you needo know.

1. A Census worker will ask you about the
number of people living in your household
(address), their name, age, sex, race and
other relevant data.

2. A real Census workewill not ask you
for your Social Security number, credit
card information, or banking
information. They may ask for financial
information such as salary range, but yo

do not have to provide this information.

3. Census workers who knock on your doo
will have a badge, a hanelld device, a
census bureau canvas bag, and a
confidentiality notice. Ask to see their
identification and badge before answerir
any questions. If they cannot produce
identification, call theBladensburg
Police immediatelyat 301-864-0400.Do
not invite stangers into your home.

4. You may receive a request for more
information by phone, mail, or in person.
You will not be contacted by Email. Do
not click on any Email or open any
attachments that are supposedly from th
U. S. Census Bureau.
